A description of how funds were used:
In Summer 2016 (May – September), the Summer Scholars Program provided support for 30 UWRF undergraduates from all four colleges to conduct research with mentor supervision. For accounting and data tracking purposes (to maintain clarity about the cost of the summer research program and to track expenses), in FY16 and the first half of FY17 all Summer Scholar research program expenses were routed through the Summer Scholar account (131-4-010244). The URSCA Falcon Promise monies used to pay for the Summer Scholar program expenses were transferred into the Summer Scholar program fund from the URSCA Falcon Promise Expanded Undergraduate Research Opportunities Program Fund (131-4-461016) (See WSDM: 131  461016 4    9942  $62,883.94  TRANS REVENUE Trfs-Same Funds/Same Unit 12/29/2016  INT JVCB062917). 
Total cost of the Summer 2016 undergraduate research program was $106,000; of which $62,883 was charged to the Summer Scholar account in the first part of FY 17 (July 1- Sept 2016), or carried over from the end of FY 16 (i.e. the first half of Summer 2016: May – June 2016).  The entire outstanding balance in the Summer Scholar program fund was covered (intentionally) by a transfer of $62,833 from the Falcon Promise Undergraduate Research Program fund (131-4-461016). 

Going forward, URSCA Council determined to close the Summer Scholar program fund until such time as it receives its own discrete line of funding again, as it once did in the years 2010-2015. For the second half of FY 17 and going forward into FY 18 and beyond, all summer undergraduate research expenses will be applied directly to the Undergraduate Research account (131-4-461016) through the USE Grant program, along with the Fall and Spring semester USE Grant funding .

Funding was used to conduct research on campus: in the library, labs and lab farms; and at other regional & national venues.

Funds were allocated by a competitive review of all funding proposals conducted by URSCA Council, led by the ex officio nonvoting chair, Dr. Lissa Schneider-Rebozo. URSCA Council scores all grant proposals in two categories: quantitative and holistic. The holistic category has three possibilities: award/don’t award/award after minor proposal revisions. The quantitative category allows reviewers to numerically score each of the grant categories (Introduction, significance, methods and timeline, objectives, budget). The numeric score allows the proposals to be ranked; the holistic score determine if a project should be disqualified.  See graph below for information about numbers of students (applied/awarded), dollar amounts (requested/awarded), and categories of funding (stipends/S&E/fringes).
