The motion (Bench/Sun) to approve the minutes from January 29, 2014 was approved (yes = 7; no= 0; abstention = 0).
Chair’s Report and/or others:

Old Business:
a. 2015 Summer Session Calendar.  The committee considered revisions to the Summer Session 2015 calendar to include head count dates for determining faculty compensation.  The motion (Gerrish/Bench) to approved the revised Summer Session 2015 calendar passed (yes = 7; no = 0; abstention = 0).

b. 2016-17 Academic Calendar.  The decision was made to schedule Fall Commencement on Saturday, December 17, 2016.  The fall semester grade submission deadline was revised to Friday, December 30, 2016. The motion (Williams/Gerrish) to approved the 2016-17 Academic Calendar was approved (yes = 7; no = 0; abstention = 0).
New Business:
a. Handbook Revision.  The Committee discussed revisions to the Calendar Committee description to reintroduce language regarding the balanced calendar policy that was inadvertently removed from the Faculty Handbook during the reorganization of the Handbook in 2008-2009.  The motion (Bench/Williams) to approve the revisions to the Calendar Committee description in the Faculty Handbook was approved ((yes = 7; no = 0; abstention = 0).

b. Commencement date flexibility.  The Committee discussed a proposal that would allow the Administration some flexibility in changed the date of Commencement ceremonies during the Falcon Center construction.  The motion (Sun/Gerrish) to allow the Administration flexibility to change Commencement dates during the Falcon Center Construction was approved (yes = 5; no = 0; abstention = 2).Initial discussion of the 2016-17 academic calendar.
c. Continued discussion of the class schedule related to the Falcon Center.  There was a very brief and general discussion related to the Falcon Center. The general consensus was that there was no need to consider changes to the standard class schedule in anticipation of the Falcon Center.

III - Section G – Calendar Committee

1. Membership: Five faculty members appointed by the Faculty Senate (one from each college and the Fourth Division), the Provost (or designee), the Registrar (or designee), the Director of Outreach (or designee), and a student appointed by the Student Senate [FS 06/07-84
]

2. Term of Office: Three years for faculty and academic staff, one to two members appointed each year. One year for students.

3. Duties:
a. To provide calendar recommendations to the Faculty Senate using the following guidelines:
1) The academic calendar shall conform in its entirety to the faculty contract period of 39 contiguous weeks per academic year, including Fall and Spring Semesters.
2) Under the balanced calendar framework, both Fall and Spring semesters shall each consist of one week of pre-class advising, 14 weeks of classes, one week of final exams, and one week of grading, for a minimum length of 17 weeks per semester. The two semesters, plus five weeks of interims, Spring Break, and administrative weeks, shall constitute the 39-week academic year.

3) The instructional period for each semester will include equal numbers of Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays.  When necessary, days of the week will be renamed to achieve balance.
4) Spring semester will always start on the Monday following Martin Luther King, Jr. holiday.


5)The scheduling of a study day is required between the last day of regular classes and the first day of final exams every semester.
6) The deadline for submission of final course grades to the Registrar’s Office shall be not less than five full working days (not including Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays) after the last day of final exams (8.2.15.1 Submission of final grades).
b. To provide policy recommendations regarding both the calendar and calendar scheduling to the Faculty Senate.

Commencement Dates Motion
The Calendar Committee proposes that the UWRF Administration be given the authority to change the dates of Fall and Spring commencement ceremonies, as necessary, for the Fall 2014 and continuing until the Falcon Center construction is complete.
