1. Meeting was called to order by chair Steve Kelm at 9:05 A.M.

2. Todd Hubbs was seated as a substitute for Brenda Boetel.

3. Motion (Rainville/Zimmerman) to accept the minutes of the 10/12/11 meeting.  Motion passed.

4. Motion (Zimmerman/Bustamante) to approve the proposed program changes within the Liberal Arts listing as proposed by the College of Arts and Sciences.  Prior to the vote, the following discussion took place:

a. Ken Stofferahn (Chair – CAS Curriculum Committee) was present to discuss proposed changes.  
b. CAS Curriculum Committee developed criteria upon which proposed courses were reviewed for potential inclusion in the listing.  Four criteria were established and courses were required to fulfill three of the four criteria.
c. Courses were evaluated versus the established criteria at the department level.  Departments then submitted proposed course listings to CAS Curriculum.
d. The final listing was then approved by CAS Curriculum and the CAS Dept Chair group.
e. Proposed changes would take effect immediately, allowing all students who currently require the Liberal Arts component to benefit from the proposed changes, regardless of student catalog year upon admission.

Motion passed with unanimous approval.

5. Jim Zimmerman updated the full committee on the progress of meetings with Colleges regarding the program prioritization tool.  Meetings have been held with CBE, COEPS, and CAS.  The CAFES meeting will be held in early November.  

6. Motion (Hukai/Rainville) to rename Chapter eight, section six of the Faculty and Academic Staff Handbook from “International Studies Programs” to “Education Abroad Programs”.  Prior to the vote, the following discussion took place:

a. Will ‘Education Abroad’ be the common identifier for such programs in the future?  Understand need to avoid confusion with existing academic minors and existing committee structures.

Motion passed with 7 voting in favor, 1 opposed, and no abstentions.

7. Motion (Williams/Bustamante) to designate section 8.3 of the Faculty and Academic Staff Handbook as ‘Academic Procedures’ and renumber of the subsequent sections appropriately.  Prior to the vote, the following discussion took place:

a. The various processes required for initiating a new academic program or changes academic programs are not formally delineated in the Handbook.  The Faculty Senate has asked AP&P to rectify this situation during the 2011-2012 academic year.  This motion establishes a place within the Handbook to insert language relative to the approval processes.
b. Concern was expressed that programs should not be defined strictly based upon coursework, thus the section title ‘Academic Procedures’ may not be appropriate if the definition of program is expanded.

Motion passed with 7 voting in favor, 0 opposed, and 1 abstention

8. The meeting was adjourned at 9:50 AM.
