1. Meeting was called to order by chair Jim Zimmerman at 4:05 pm.
2. Motion/Second (Rogers/Ecker) to seat Dean Olson as substitute for Brenda Boetel.  Motion passed.

3. Motion/Second (Rogers/Leichtle) to approve minutes of AP&P meeting on 3/9/13. Minutes passed without revisions.   
4. Motion/Second (Ecker/Bustamante) to approve program change s to the Biology Major and Minor.   No substantive changes were requested.  Motion approved.
5. Motion/second (Bustamante/Ecker) to approve the program proposal:  Creation of Global Certificate Program.    Marshall Toman, representing the ‘Global Certificate Team’ provided an overview of the proposal and answered questions.  Concerns raised by members of AP&P included:

a. The proposal calls for the program to appear as an informational item on all students’ DAR.  How the program will actually appear on all students’ DAR was of concern.  The hope is to not add additional pages to what is already a very long document (to print).   Also a question arose concerning students’ possibly being confused by its appearance on their DAR.  The fear is that students may assume they would actually be required to complete the program.   
b. A concern was voiced regarding how units under the “Co-curricular Engagement Category” would actually be tracked, approved, counted, and communicated to the Registrar.
c. An issue regarding how/which courses carrying the “GP” designation were factored into approved courses for the program.

A motion to table the original motion (Leichtle/Rahgozar) was made.  The hope is to allow Marshall and the other members of the Global Certificate Team to revise the proposal, clarifying procedure and addressing these concerns.  Motion to postpone passed (unanimous).
